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t’s pretty neat.”
It is said good things come in threes and, 
with Catherine Sirois, Kristina Quirion and 

William Fedus, that is certainly the case. These 
good friends, who all got their start at Saint John 

Catholic School, �nished 1-2-3, 
respectively, in the Class of 2006 
at Winslow High School.

“I think it’s unique. I noticed that right away. 
I was like, wow, the top three in our class came 
from Saint John’s,” says Kristina.

Catherine, Kristina and William have been 
classmates since their reading material consisted of 
“Blueberries for Sal” and “One Morning in Maine.” 

They all attended Saint John 
beginning in kindergarten 
and, although the school 
only goes through grade 
�ve, they all credit their 
success now, in part, to the 
good start they received.

“I think it de�nitely can 
be attributed to this school,” 
says Catherine. “When you 
go into sixth grade and you 
have kids coming from the 
public school and kids com-
ing from here, the teachers 
have told everyone that they 
can tell who comes from Saint John’s and who’s not; 
just our work habits and everything. So, we’ve really 
been able to carry that through, and I think it’s really 
neat that we ended up at the top.”

William says, “It does seem that kids who come 
from Saint John’s generally do care about their work 
and their accomplishments.”

Catherine, Kristina and William say, at Saint John’s, 
they developed a good work ethic early on because, 
with smaller class sizes, students received individualized 
attention. “You get more one-on-one, kind of, because 
there are a lot fewer students per teacher, and it really 
helps with study habits and making sure you’re always 
on top of things, doing your work,” says Catherine.

“I think it taught discipline a lot and, because 
they always kept track of what we were doing, they 
always just kept us on the right track all the time,” 
adds Kristina.

“They expect you to do more,” says Catherine.
“And when expectations are so high, you don’t really 

expect less of yourself,” continues William.
All three say having a faith-based education also 

made a difference. “It kind of provides an underlying 
structure to life,” says William.

“We all still go to church, and it’s important to us 
because that’s just the way we were brought up,” 
says Catherine. “I think the way the world is right 
now and all the turmoil and everything going on in 
different parts of the world, I think it’s important 
to have faith that things will be better and to have 
faith in a higher power.”

Catherine says the school not only helped her faith in 
God grow, but also helped her to have faith in herself. 
“We were told when we did something good. We were 
praised. There is always that positive attitude from the 
teachers and the staff, and everyone here pretty much 
knows everyone, so we always have that support. 

“You’re really close to the teachers, too, for the most 
part, and you can get a lot of things done and a lot of cool 
projects that you wouldn’t be able to do in a big school.”
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
